DAY 1: KUALA LUMPUR- ORDOS (MOB)
Hotel: Ordos Hotel or similar 4-star hotel (Smart New Hotel)
Assemble at Kuala Lumpur International Airport for your flight to depart for Ordos Airport. Upon arrival, transfer to the hotel.

DAY 2: ORDOS- YELLOW RIVER GRAND CANYON SCENIC AREA- HOHHOT (B/L/D)

Hotel: Hohhot Hotel or similar 4-star hotel (Smart New Hotel)

grassland off-road vehicle and dash into the wilderness. Next, visit the Yili Health Valley, home to the world’s first 5D cinema themed
around industrial tourism. This immersive, high-tech experience showcases Yili's journey as a modern, dynamic, and story-rich brand with
youth appeal and innovation at its core. Then, explore Kuan Alley, blends traditional building, authentic local cuisine, folk crafts, and creative
arts into one vibrant cultural hub.

DAY 5: HOHHOT- DALAD BANNER (B/L/D)

Hotel: Dalad Banner Hotel or similar 4-star hotel (Smart New Hotel)

After breakfast, embark to Mengliang Ethnic Culture Park. This immersive experience offers a vivid glimpse into centuries of Mongolian life
and heritage. Explore Mongolian clothing, customs, cuisine, rituals and handicrafts. Then, visit the Hohhot Planning Exhibition Hall, this
modern exhibition showcases the city’s rich history, urban development, cultural achievements, future blueprint, and intangible cultural
heritage.

DAY 6: DALAD BANNER- YEMINGSHA (B/L/D)

Hotel: Desert Space Capsule (Desert Starry Sky Capsule)
