DAY 1: KUALA LUMPUR- HARBIN HOTEL: ZHENTU HOTEL OR QILU INTERNATIONAL HOTEL OR SIMILAR
Assemble at Kuala Lumpur International Airport for your flight to depart for Harbin Airport. Upon arrival, transfer to the hotel.
DAY 2: HARBIN HOTEL: ZHENTU HOTEL OR QILU INTERNATIONAL HOTEL OR SIMILAR

After breakfast, embark to winter gear market to stock up on cold-weather clothes and essentials. Then, visit Central Street, the city’s iconic
pedestrian zone showcasing Renaissance and Baroque architecture. Next, visit an exterior view of the Harbin Grand Theatre. Admire its
elegant curves and futuristic silver-white structure. Later, visit the Harbin Sun Island International Snow Sculpture Art Expo (include ticket +
electric shuttle), one of China’s snow art festivals, admire massive, intricately carved snow sculptures.

DAY 3: HARBIN- YABULI (B/L/D) HOTEL: YABULI SKI RESORT AND SPA RESORT OR YINGSHAN APARTMENT
After breakfast, visit the Volga Manor Scenic Area (include admission), a European-style park themed around Russian architecture and
culture. The estate features a collection of classic Russian buildings and a rich artistic atmosphere. Highlights of the park include the Saint
Nicholas Cathedral, Vodka Castle, Petrov Art Palace. Next, proceed to the Yabuli Ski Resort, one of China’s most renowned winter sports
destinations, famed for Olympic-standard slopes surrounded by forested landscapes. In the distance, admire Daguokui Mountain, a natural
backdrop to Yabuli. In winter, its snow-covered peak resembles a silent guardian of the snow kingdom.

DAY 4: YABULI- XUEXIANG- MUDANJIANG(B/L/D) HOTEL: MUDANJIANG GOLDEN DOME INTERNATIONAL HOTEL OR SIMILAR
After breakfast, visit the Snow and Ice Fantasy Ten Miles Gallery (include admission), a breathtaking ten-mile corridor where snow-covered
trails connect mountains and forests. Next, proceed to the China Snow Town Scenic Area (include admission + electric shuttle), one of the
most popular winter destinations in China. Known as a true “fairy tale snow town,” it boasts abundant snowfall and thick snow cover. Icicles
hang from rooftops, red lanterns sway in the wind, and every step reveals postcard-perfect scenery. Walk along Xueyun Street, the town’s
main avenue, lined with traditional wooden snow houses and local snack stalls. At the Snow Town Stone Monument, strike a pose at the
classic “I've been to Snow Town” photo landmark and leave your mark in this snowy paradise. Later, visit to the snow town post office (each
guest complimentary snow town postcard). Finally, head to the sightseeing stand at mallet mountain in Snow town, where can enjoy a
panoramic view of the entire snow town and the vast expanse of snow-covered forest.

DAY 5: MUDANJIANG- JILIN (B/L/D) HOTEL: LIYADE HOTEL OR SIMILAR
After breakfast, visit to Manchu Folk Customs Museum, which offers a comprehensive display of the history, culture and customs of the
Manchu people. Next, head to Beishan Park, the oldest and most culturally rich park in Jilin City. The park is scenic throughout the year—
enjoy the vibrant colors of spring and autumn, cool shade in summer, and a snow-covered landscape in winter. When night falls, admire the
night view along Songjiang Middle Road. Songjiang Middle Road looks like a radiant ribbon of lights stretching across the river city. The
shimmering river reflects the lights and silhouettes of buildings along the shore, making it one of the most charming urban nightscapes in
Jilin. *Note: If Manchu Folk Customs Museum is closed on Monday, the visit will be rescheduled for the next day.

DAY 6: JILIN- CHANGCHUN (B/L/D) HOTEL: GUOXIN NANSHAN HOT SPRING HOTEL-5-STAR STANDARD HOTEL.
After breakfast, visit the Wusong Changlang to admire the natural wonder of rime ice (subject to weather conditions). Rime ice, also known
as “tree frost,” is a natural phenomenon where water vapor freezes onto tree branches in extremely cold weather. Afterwards, visit the
exterior view of the Gothic-style Catholic Church.

**Enjoy soaking in the hotel’s indoor hot springs, snowfield hot springs, and wellness steam experience

DAY 7: CHANGCHUN- HARBIN (B/L/D) HOTEL: HOTEL: ZHENTU HOTEL OR QILU INTERNATIONAL HOTEL OR SIMILAR
After breakfast, visit St. Sophia Cathedral, built in 1907 and is a classic representative of Byzantine architecture in the Far East. Next, visit the
Harbin Ice and Snow World (include admission), with a guaranteed viewing time of no less than 3.5 hours. Every winter, Harbin Ice and
Snow World transforms dozens of thousands of tons of natural ice and snow into a sparkling, magical ice city. Covering hundreds of thousands
of square meters, the park features over a hundred groups of ice sculptures and buildings, making it one of the largest and most artistically
impressive ice and snow theme parks in the world. The snow park also includes a newly built outdoor skiing experience area where visitors
can get up close to the snow and fully enjoy the excitement and joy of skiing. Enhanced entertainment options offer thrilling extreme speed
challenges, alongside world-class ice and snow performances that dazzle the audience. The interactive “Ice and Snow Fun Zone” features ice
karting, snowmobiles, Snow circle drift, snow four-wheel drives, and snow yo-yos, providing diverse ice and snow activities to meet different
visitor preferences.

DAY 8: HARBIN- KUALA LUMPUR (B/L/D)

After breakfast, visit the Zhonghua Baluoke Historical Architecture District in Daowai, one of Harbin’s most distinctive historical
neighborhoods. The area showcases a unique blend of Chinese and Western architectural styles. Next, visit the Flood Memorial Tower, built
to commemorate the heroic efforts of Harbin’s people in resisting the 1932 flood. Continue to Stalin Park, a riverside park that combines
natural landscapes with historical significance, established in the 1950. Then, visit the China Eastern Railway Bridge, a key part of the China
Eastern Railway. Once an important link between China and Russia, this bridge stands as a witness to the historical changes between the two
nations and serves as a symbol of Harbin’s transportation history. Afterward, head to the popular landmark in Qunli New District-the Giant
Snowman. Adorably chubby and smiling warmly, this “Super Snowman” is one of Harbin’s most beloved winter attractions. Continue your
tour with a ride on the Songhua River Cableway for a view of the frozen Songhua River and the winter cityscape along both banks. The icy
river, combined with snow-covered urban scenery, forms a spectacular winter panorama—one of the best ways to capture the beauty of
Harbin in winter. Later, transfer to the airport at the scheduled time for your return flight to Kuala Lumpur.

DAY 9: ARRIVE AT KUALA LUMPUR
