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8D7N CHENGDU - DAOCHENG YADING
(CHENGDU / RILONG / DANBA / TAGONG / XINDUQIAO / YAJIANG / DAOCHENG / RIWA / KANGDING)

DAY 1: KUALA LUMPUR - CHENGDU (MOB)

Hotel: Chengdu Tianfu International Hotel or similar 4-star hotel

Assemble at Kuala Lumpur International Airport for your flight to Chengdu Tianfu International Airport. Upon arrival, proceed to check in and rest at the
hotel.

DAY 2: CHENGDU - RILONG (B/L/D)

Hotel: New Siguniang Mountain Resort Jinlin Building or similar 4-star hotel

After breakfast, travel to the [Balang Mountain Tunnel] a highland tunnel connecting Wolong and Mount Siguniang. It is a major gateway to the
western Sichuan region. After passing through the tunnel, you will enter the stunning plateau landscape.

Next, visit the [Maobiliang Viewing Platform] the best location to admire the panoramic view of Mount Siguniang, especially ideal for capturing the
famous sunrise glow on the snow peaks. Then proceed to explore [Shuanggiao Valley] (includes sightseeing bus) located within the Mount Siguniang
Scenic Area with its breathtaking combination of snow-capped peaks, forests, lakes, and meadows, it is the perfect destination for first-time highland
visitors, offering magnificent views without the need for extensive hiking.

DAY 3: RILONG / DANBA / TAGONG / XINDUQIAO / YAJIANG (B/L/D)

Hotel: Jiarong Grand Hotel, Yuecheng Hotel or similar 4-star hotel

After breakfast, enjoy a distant view of the [Suopo Ancient Watchtowers] located in Danba County, Ganzi Prefecture, Sichuan. This is one of the best-
preserved and largest collections of ancient watchtowers in China. Next enjoy a distant view of [Mount Yala] a sacred mountain in the Tibetan region,
located on the border of Kangding and Daofu in Ganzi Prefecture. The main peak rises to 5,820 meters and has a striking pyramid shape, remaining
snow-capped throughout the year. Continue to [Tagong Grassland] lush and green in summer, golden in autumn—offering a magnificent view of Mount
Yala in the distance. It's a signature landscape of western Sichuan and [Tagong Monastery] (Exterior View) located on the grassland belongs to the
Sakya sect of Tibetan Buddhism and is known as the "Little Jokhang Temple." It houses a revered statue of Shakyamuni Buddha and is a significant
spiritual site for local Tibetans. End the day with scenic views in [Xindugiao] a place celebrated as a "photographer’s paradise." With expansive poplar
forests, Tibetan-style villages, and snow-capped mountains in the distance, it offers breathtaking plateau landscapes that change with the seasons.

DAY 4: YAJIANG — DAOCHENG - RIWA (B/L/D)

Hotel: Times Aden Hotel or similar 4-star hotel

After breakfast, embark on a scenic journey through the majestic landscapes of the western Sichuan plateau: [Jianziwan Mountain], [Kazila
Mountain], [Rabbit Mountain (Tuzi Mountain)] and [Haizi Mountain] A high-altitude mountain pass located in Sichuan Province (Note: the previous
reference to Shenzhen is incorrect). It is known for its steep, winding roads and dramatic mountain views, making it a key point on the Sichuan-Tibet
route. [Maoya Prairie] Situated west of Litang County, Maoya is one of the most stunning alpine grasslands along the Sichuan-Tibet Highway. It has
been recognized by Chinese National Geography magazine as one of “China’s Six Most Beautiful Grasslands.” The area features expansive meadows,
wildflowers, and herds of grazing yaks.

DAY 5: RIWA (B/L/D)

Hotel: Times Aden Hotel or similar 4-star hotel

After breakfast, head to the [Yading Nature Reserve] (Includes sightseeing bus and electric car) officially named "Daocheng Yading Scenic Area" as a
national nature reserve, it is often referred to as the “Soul of Shangri-La in China” and “the last pure land on the blue planet.” With its breathtaking snow-
capped peaks, vast meadows, crystal-clear lakes, and pristine ecosystems, it has become a world-renowned travel destination. Visit [Luorong Pasture]
one of the most beautiful and significant alpine meadows in the Yading Reserve. Nestled between the three sacred mountains Mount Xiannairi, Mount,
Yangmaiyong, and Mount Xianuoduoji. Then continue to [Milk Lake] a high-altitude alpine lake located between Mount Yangmaiyong and Mount
Xianuoduoiji, at an elevation of approximately 4,600 meters. Famous for its milky-white and sapphire-blue waters, the lake is one of the most iconic
natural wonders in the Yading Scenic Area and is often called “the last tear drop on the blue planet.”

Day 6: Riwa (Shangri-La Town) — Daocheng (B/L/D)

Hotel: Mingyu Leya Sunshine Hot Spring Hotel or similar 5-star hotel

After breakfast, second enter the [Yading Nature Reserve] (Includes sightseeing bus, and electric car). Visit [Chonggu Monastery] a Nyingma Sect
Tibetan Buddhist temple located within the Yading Scenic Area. Nestled at the foot of the sacred Mount Xiannairi and facing a vast meadow, it serves as
a key cultural and spiritual landmark in the reserve. Next, explore [Pearl Lake] one of the most accessible alpine lakes in the Yading Reserve.
Surrounded by majestic peaks, the lake is known for its crystal-clear, emerald-green waters, resembling a dazzling gem set amidst the mountains.

Day 7: Daocheng — Kangding (B/L/D)

Hotel: Kangding Sun Tribe Grand Hotel, Wangji Hotel, or similar 5-star hotel

After breakfast, begin your journey toward Kangding with several cultural and scenic stops along the way [Longgu Tibetan Village] this is a traditional
Tibetan village built along the mountainside. With a long history and rich cultural heritage, it offers a deep insight into Tibetan customs, architecture, and
way of life. [Daocheng Red Grassland] this is one of the region’s most unique and breathtaking natural landscapes. Every year in early October, the
grassland turns a fiery red, attracting large numbers of tourists and photographers for its surreal beauty. [White Pagoda Complex] These white stupas
symbolize the Tibetan people's deep spiritual devotion and are used to enshrine Buddha statues, scriptures, and sacred relics. [Sangdui Town] A
picturesque Tibetan settlement located about 28 kilometers from Daocheng, Sangdui is known as the “Jewel of Western Sichuan.” With its idyllic setting
beside mountains and rivers, it offers charming scenery and a peaceful ambiance along the Sichuan-Tibet highway.

Day 8: Chengdu — Kuala Lumpur (B/L/D)

After breakfast, visit [Mugecuo Scenic Area] (Includes sightseeing bus) is a renowned alpine lake and natural scenic spot in the Tibetan region, often
referred to as the "Switzerland of the East." With clear mountains and waters, dense forests, and sapphire-blue lakes, it offers picturesque landscapes
and is an ideal destination for summer retreats and leisurely escapes.

Next, explore [Jinli Ancient Street] it has been praised as the “Chengdu version of Riverside Scene at Qingming Festival.” Since its official opening in
October 2004, Jinli has become a top tourist attraction in Chengdu, drawing countless visitors to experience its rich heritage and lively atmosphere.

DAY 9: ARRIVAL IN KUALA LUMPUR (MOB)
