DAY 1: KUALA LUMPUR-CHENGDU (MOB)
Assemble at Kuala Lumpur International Airport for your flight to depart for Chengdu Tianfu Airport. Upon arrival, transfer to the
hotel.

DAY 2: CHENGDU-CHONGQING-HONGYADONG (B/L/D)

After breakfast, embark to the mountainous city of Chongqing, known as the “magical city of three-dimensional transportation.”
Upon arrival, enjoy lunch. Then, visit HongYa Dong, one of Chongqing’s most iconic landmarks, often referred to as the “real-life
Spirited Away.” Built along the hillside and perched by the river, its multi-layered stilt houses stretch from the riverside up into the
city skyline, presenting a three-dimensional and fantastic visual effect. When night falls and the lights come on, Hong Ya Dong
transforms into a dazzling spectacle of gold and brilliance, dreamlike and enchanting. It draws countless visitors who come to
snap photos and experience the essence of Chongging’s mesmerizing nightscape.

DAY 3: CHONGQING-WULONG-THREE NATURAL BRIDGES (B/L/D)

After breakfast, head to Wulong and visit the Three Natural Bridges Scenic Area (include sightseeing elevator). This eco-
tourism site is a rare geological wonder in China, showcasing a typical karst landscape. The scenic area is renowned for its three
majestic natural stone arch bridges: Tianlong Bridge, Qinglong Bridge, and Heilong Bridge which form the largest natural bridge
cluster in Asia. Acclaimed director Zhang Yimou chose this location as the sole outdoor filming site for Curse of the Golden Flower.
It also served as a filming location for movies such as Transformers 4 and Eternal Love. After dinner, check in at the Evian Hotel
on Fairy Mountain.

DAY 4: FAIRY MOUNTAIN NATIONAL FOREST PARK-CIQIKOU ANCIENT TOWN (B/L/-)

After breakfast, visit the Fairy Mountain National Scenic Area (ride mini train include). The grassland spans nearly 10,000
hectares. In spring and summer, under blue sky and white clouds, the lush green meadows, fragrant flowers, birdsong, and herds
of cattle and sheep create a vibrant and idyllic scene, earning it the reputation of an alpine pasture. Then, visit Ciqikou Ancient
Town, which has been an important land-and-water transportation hub since the Ming and Qing dynasties. In the evening, head
to Jiefangbei Pedestrian Street and Bayi Road Gourmet Street for free time to stroll, shop, and enjoy local delicacies.

DAY 5: CHONGQING-CHENGDU-DUJIANGYAN (B/L/D)

After breakfast, head to watch the light rail passing through Liziba Light Rail Station and experience the famous train-
through-building ride (ride from Jiaochangkou to Liziba). This unique station gained international fame for the surreal sight
of the light rail passing directly through a residential building, making it a must-visit photo spot. As Liziba became increasingly
popular, a 1,200 square meter viewing platform- Liziba Viewing Platform was built beneath the station to offer visitors a better
vantage point to watch and capture the spectacular moment of the train passing through the building. After lunch, drive to
Dujiangyan in Chengdu.

DAY 6: DUJIANGYAN- YANGTIANWO PLAZA- GUANXIAN ANCIENT TOWN- NANQIAO BLUE TEARS (B/L/-)

After breakfast, visit the Dujiangyan Panda Base, part of the China Conservation and Research Center for the Giant Panda-also
called Panda Park. Next, visit the Shu Gong Museum. After lunch, head to Yangtianwo Square, home to the iconic Giant Panda
Selfie Sculpture. Located at the source of the Tianfu Greenway, the square is surrounded by beautiful scenery, making it an ideal
spot for leisure and sightseeing. Continue to Guanxian Ancient Town, known as “a land embraced by mountains and water, a
place where life and philosophy intertwine.” Key attractions include Nangiao (South Bridge), West Street, Confucian Temple,
Water Conservancy Hall and Yangliu River. At night, Nanqiao transforms into a graceful maiden, quietly waiting for travelers who
appreciate its beauty. Under the soft glow of lights, the bridge casts a gentle reflection on the river, as if whispering the stories of
the city. The blue tears of the Nangiao create a dreamlike ambiance, attracting countless visitors from across the country and
around the world to take photos and soak in the atmosphere.

DAY 7: DUJIANGYAN- KUANZHAI ALLEY- JINLI ANCIENT STREET (B/L/D)

After breakfast, visit the Sichuan Cuisine Museum located in Pidu District, Chengdu. Included tastings of local snacks and offers
a deep dive into the diverse flavors and rich cultural heritage of Sichuan cuisine. It is the world’s only museum dedicated to the
culture of a regional cuisine. Next, head to Kuanzhai Alley, a celebrated cultural landmark that has received multiple titles such
as "China's Specialty Commercial Pedestrian Street," "Sichuan Historic and Cultural Street," one of the "New Top Ten Sights of
Chengdu," and one of "Sichuan's Ten Most Beautiful Streets." Next, visit Jinli Ancient Street, one of Chengdu’s most famous
historical and retaining the architectural style and cultural essence of the Ming and Qing dynasties. In the evening, enjoy dinner
at the Michelin-listed Chenmapo Sichuan Restaurant.

DAY 8: CHENGDU- KUALA LUMPUR (B)

After breakfast, enjoy free time to explore at your own pace until the evening meeting time. From the hotel, you can easily walk to
Taikoo Li, Chunxi Road, and Chengdu IFS. Taikoo Li is a modern urban complex that blends fashion shopping, dining, arts
and culture, and business into one vibrant destination. Chengdu IFS and Chunxi Road, the largest commercial street in Chengdu,
offer endless options for shopping and leisure. Later, transfer to the airport for your flight back to Kuala Lumpur.

DAY 9: ARRIVE AT KUALA LUMPUR (MOB)
