Day 1: KUALA LUMPUR - HANOI — HALONG BAY (MOB/D) Hotel: Song Loc Hotel or similar
Assemble at Kuala Lumpur International Airport for your flight to Hanoi. Upon arrival, transfer to Mega Grand World Hanoi, a
large-scale cultural and tourism complex that combines shopping, dining, entertainment, photo spots, and family-friendly
leisure activities. The entire park is designed in a colourful European-style town theme, with charming street scenes perfect for
strolling and taking photos during the day. Next, embark to Ha Long Night Market is one of the bustling night markets in the
area. The market is packed with a wide variety of local street food and unique handmade crafts.

Day 2: HALONG BAY - HANOI (B/L/D) Hotel: A25 Luxury Hotel or similar
After breakfast, embark into cruise to visit Ha Long Bay, located in northeastern Vietnam between Ha Long City (Quang Ninh
Province) and Cat Hai District (Hai Phong). Covering an area of 1,553 km?, this UNESCO World Heritage Site is one of Vietham'’s
top natural attractions. Admire the stunning seascape of emerald waters and dramatic limestone islands- often referred to as
the “Ha Long Bay is the Guilin of the sea.” The bay features thousands of uniquely shaped karst formations, resembling an ink
painting floating on the water. The cruise includes visits to iconic landmarks such as Dog Rock, Incense Burner, and Fighting
Cocks Rock. You'll also visit the magnificent Paradise Cave and the mysterious Dau Go Grotto, marveling at nature’s
extraordinary artistry.

Day 3: HANOI - NINH BINH - HANOI (B/L/D) Hotel: A25 Luxury Hotel or similar
After breakfast, proceed to visit Bich Dong Pagoda, an ancient temple built into the limestone mountainside. The complex
consists of three levels- lower, middle, and upper pagodas- seamlessly blending with the natural rock formations. Next, embark
to boat tour of Tam Coc (Three Caves), located in Van Lam Village, Ninh Hai Commune, Hoa Lu District, Ninh Binh Province.
Known for its stunning natural landscapes, Tam Coc is a tranquil ecotourism site where visitors visit three scenic water caves by
small boat. The entire journey takes around two hours. The first cave is the longest and most picturesque, stretching 127 meters
and surrounded by lush karst mountains and peaceful waters. The second and third caves are shorter but equally beautiful,
with impressive rock formations and serene views.

Day 4: HANOI (B) Hotel: A25 Luxury Hotel or similar
After breakfast, enjoy a leisurely day exploring Hanoi -a city rich in history and cultural charm. You may wander through the
atmospheric old quarter, stroll leisurely through the city streets, taste authentic street food, relax in a cozy café with a touch of
French flair, or browse local artisan markets to experience the unique rhythm and local charm of Hanoi.

Day 5: HANOI — KUALA LUMPUR (B/MOB)

After breakfast, proceed to visit West Lake, the largest lake in Hanoi, known for its tranquil beauty and scenic views. The lake
is lined with charming cafes and is a popular spot for both locals and tourists to relax. Next, visit St. Joseph’s Cathedral, also
known as Hanoi Cathedral, an iconic landmark of the city. Built in French Gothic style, it reflects the charm of “Little Paris of
Vietnam” in the heart of Hanoi. Later, transfer to Hanoi International Airport for check-in and flight back to Kuala Lumpur.
