DAY 1: KUALA LUMPUR- QINGDAO (MOB) Hotel: Johoray Hotel or similar
Assemble at Kuala Lumpur International Airport for your flight to depart for Qingdao. Upon arrival, transfer to the hotel.

DAY 2: QINGDAO (B/L/D) Hotel: Johoray Hotel or similar
After breakfast, embark on a seasonal fruit-picking experience (from June to September: peaches or grapes). During the
summer and autumn season, it is the peak harvest season for juicy peaches and sweet grapes. Visitors can enjoy picking fresh
fruits straight from the orchards. Next, visit Laoshan, the most famous mountain on the sea: the most beautiful coastal
highway. Travel along the scenic coastal highway, which offers breathtaking views of Qingdao's coastline, sandy beaches, and
lush seaside parks. Afterwards, head to Qingshan Yuchun, located deep within the Laoshan area and only 3 kilometers from
the historic Taiging Palace, which dates back over a thousand years. The villagers have lived side by side with Taoist monks for
generations. With over 600 years of history, Qingshan is a rustic seaside village known for its distinctive fishing culture and is
often referred to as the “Folk Culture Museum of Laoshan Yuchun.” **Local lifestyle experience: Depending on the season,
visitors may also take part in hands-on activities such as making dumplings or picking tea leaves with local villagers.

DAY 3: QINGDAO- YANTAI (B/L/D) Hotel: Huaqiao Kaiyuan Hotel or similar
After breakfast, visit the Mu's Manor, the former residence of Mu Molin, a wealthy landlord from the late Qing Dynasty and
early Republican era. As one of the most well-preserved traditional landlord estates in China, this grand architectural complex
offers a glimpse into the exquisite craftsmanship and deep-rooted folk culture of the time. Spanning a vast area, the manor is
not only impressive in scale but also rich in stories about its unique design features and local customs. Next, enjoy an afternoon
at the Changyu Castel, nestled in a picturesque vineyard and renowned as one of China's most iconic wine estates. Indulge in
a refined afternoon tea experience, including tastings of red wine, Western -style pastries, fruits and beverages. Continue
to the Time Tower (exterior view), a cultural landmark that symbolizes the connection between nature and time. The tower
features an outdoor theater, sky library, digital gallery, café lounge, and a unique semi-open “Phenomenon Space” at its top,
offering panoramic views of nature across the four seasons. Finally, stroll through the Old Streets of SuoChengli, a historic
quarter dating back to the Hongwu reign of the Ming Dynasty. Once an important coastal defense hub, SuoChengli has
retained a remarkably intact ensemble of Ming and Qing architecture, along with its original street layout.

DAY 4: YANTAI-WEIFANG (B/L/-) Hotel: La Quinta by Wyndham Weifang South or similar
After breakfast, visit the Eight Immortals Crossing the Sea Scenic Area, located on the northern coast of Penglai, along the
Yellow Sea. This site is believed to be where the legendary Eight Immortals crossed the sea in Chinese mythology. The scenic
area is connected to the coastal road by the Eight Immortals Bridge, flanked by two grand archways inscribed with the characters
“Crossing Point of the Eight Immortals” and “Fairyland on Earth”. Key attractions include the Eight Immortals Bridge, Xianyuan
Tower, Wangying Tower, Zhonggu Tower, Eight Immortals Temple, Huixian Pavilion, and Baixian Altar. Next, view the Eight
Immortals Sculpture, located across from Peace Square, built along the seafront. Then, visit Taihua Pedestrian Street, one of
the most vibrant commercial areas in Weifang, Shandong Province. Located in Kuiwen District, the heart of the city, this bustling
street is a hub for shopping, dining, entertainment, and leisure. **October Departure Group: Arrangement Apple Picking

DAY 5: WEIFANG-ZIBO-JINAN (B/L/D) Hotel: Mingshui Ancient City Yianyue Hotel or similar
After breakfast, visit Haidai Tower, a pavilion-style building themed around literature and designed with inspiration from Qilu
culture. The tower offers panoramic views of the entire city from its upper levels. Next, visit Badaju Market, a long-standing
local market in Zhangdian District, Zibo. Originally named after the eight government departments that once surrounded it,
the market today is a vibrant destination for food, snacks and shopping. Head to Daming Lake Scenic Area in the northeast
part of Jinan's old city center. The park is a harmonious blend of natural lakes and ancient architecture. Formed by the
convergence of many local springs, the lake dates back to the Northern Wei dynasty, making it a symbol of the city’s fusion of
nature and culture. Continue to Heihu Spring (Enjoy a complimentary Jinan-style Bowl Tea or Traditional Jinan Yogurt),
located on the southern edge of the city park. Known as one of Jinan's 72 famous springs, Heihu Spring is famed for its powerful

flow. Water gushes out of three stone tiger heads carved into a natural rock cave nearly 3 meters deep, roaring like a tiger.



Mingshui Ancient Town (include VIP Night Rowboat Cruise through the Ancient Town) features primarily Ming and Qing
dynasty-style architecture. Covering an area of approximately 200,000 square meters, the city recreates the grandeur and
elegance of ancient times. Stepping into ancient city feels like traveling back to the flourishing Ming dynasty, where visitors can
admire the refined beauty of traditional Chinese architecture. Then, visit the Former Residence of Li Qingzhao, one of the
greatest female poets in Chinese history, known as the "First Talented Woman of the Ages." Afterward, visit Meng Family
Mansion, designed in a blend of Qing Dynasty and Republic of China architectural styles. Baimai Spring derives its name from
the phrase “a hundred springs flow together,” and is regarded as the chief spring among all those in Mingshui, as well as the
source of the Xiujiang River. Mo Spring is known for its deep, inky-colored waters, with a springhead that appears dark as ink.
The water surges out with a thundering roar, splashing like snow and rushing into a stone canal. Its powerful flow has earned
it the praise of being “a spring that forms a river.” The cloth workshop displays ancient spinning wheels and early hand-
operated looms. The fabrics, light and flowing, shimmer in vibrant colors — a vivid expression of the beauty and charm of
handmade artistry. Afterwards, enjoy the “Quan Xiu” performance is a dazzling cultural show that blends welcoming lion dances,
Zhangqgiu bangzi opera, breathtaking acrobatics, martial arts, and cutting-edge lighting, water, and fire effects, delivering an
unforgettable visual and sensory feast. As one of the highlights of “Quanxiu”, the drone light shows features hundreds of drones
performing a synchronized aerial display. With precise formation changes and dazzling lights, the drones illuminate the night
sky with stunning visuals bringing a spectacular fusion of technology and artistry to the performance.

DAY 6: JINAN-QINGDAO (B/L/-) Hotel: Element Qingdao or similar
After breakfast, visit Blossom Secret Garden, a beautiful flower-viewing and photo spot in Qingdao. This hidden fairy-tale
garden in the city blooms all year round. Next, visit Qingdao Zier Street, formerly known as Taidong Snack Street. After a major
renovation in 2022, Zier Street has become a popular food hotspot among young locals and tourists alike. The street features
a vibrant mix of trending snacks from across China, local Qingdao delicacies, and creative beverages. With its lively atmosphere
and stylish urban vibe, it has earned the nickname “Qingdao’s version of Kuanzhai Alley.”

DAY 7: QINGDAO (B/L/D) Hotel: Element Qingdao or similar
After breakfast, embark to Pure Draft Beer Tour in Qingdao (Unlimited Beer), the place of origin for China’s pure draft beer.
Step inside a highly modernized and automated beer production factory to witness the entire brewing and bottling process.
This site is not only a demonstration base for China’s circular economy education but also one of the breweries with high
single-plant output. Next, visit Dabao Island is a trendy area where can shop, entertainment and enjoy nightlife. It attracts
vibrant and creative people from all over the country and is full of lively local atmosphere. Zhangiao was built in 1892, is a 440-
meter-long sea corridor extending from the land into the sea. At its end stands Huilan Pavilion, a witness to Qingdao’s modern
history. St. Michael’s Cathedral (exterior view), located on Zhejiang Road, was built in 1934. The church’s facade is adorned
with simple and elegant patterns, complemented by light-colored walls and a slightly pinkish red roof, creating a rich yet sweet
palette. Badaguan refers to more than a dozen intersecting roads in southern Qingdao, mostly named after famous mountain
passes in China. This area showcases a blend of Western and Chinese architectural styles and seasonal flora. In spring, you can
admire peach blossoms; in summer, crape myrtle; and in autumn, red maple leaves. Finally, head to enjoy the Fushan Bay
Night Light Show. When night falls, the coastline of Fushan Bay in Shinan District lights up with a spectacular display. Using
lights, lasers, music, and other elements against the backdrop of the modern city, it creates a vibrant and colorful visual feast.

DAY 8: QINGDAO-KUALA LUMPUR (B/MOB)
After breakfast, transfer to airport for check-in and flight back to Kuala Lumpur.
