Day 1 Kuala Lumpur - Xiamen (MOB) Hotel: Xiamen Baixiang Airport Garden Hotel or similar
Meet at Kuala Lumpur International Airport, after check in, fly to Xiamen Airport, pick up and check into the hotel to rest.

Day 2 Xiamen 1.5Hrs — Shishi 1Hrs - Quanzhou (B/L/X) Hotel: Jinjiang Metropolo City Hotel or similar

After breakfast, visit [Luojia Temple] in Shishi, known as a “floating temple on the sea.”Then go to Quanzhou, a UNESCO World Heritage city. Visit the famous
[Xunpu Village], known for its unique local women'’s culture and hairpin flower experience (includes costume and flower hairpin). Walk through West Street and
check out the popular photo spot Xiaoxicheng. Pray for wealth and success at [Cai Shen Temple (Guan Yue Temple)]. At night, explore [Yangguang Night
Market], the largest in Fujian, and try local snacks.

Day 3 Quanzhou 3Hrs — Yongding (B/L/D) Hotel: Prince Tulou Hotel, Yongding or similar

After breakfast, visit [Wudianshi Traditional Block], known for its well-preserved Minnan-style red-brick buildings and Western-style villas from the Ming,
Qing, and Republic eras. Then head to Yongding. Upon arrival, explore the [Hongkeng Tulou Cultural Village], the largest tulou site in Fujian. Highlights include:
Zhencheng Building - the “Prince of Tulou” / Fuyu Building — palace-style structure / Kuiju Building — resembles the Potala Palace / Rusheng Building -

a miniature round tulou. In the evening, enjoy a complimentary Tulou bonfire party (canceled in case of rain).

Day 4 Yongding 3Hrs — Shantou (B/L/X) Hotel: Haotai Lite Hotel, Shantou or similar

After breakfast, visit the romantic coastal island [Mayu Island], known as the "Little Kamakura of Shantou."Explore the historic [Shipaotai Park], with ancient
cannon relics that bear witness to the city's maritime defense history. Drive along the Seaside Promenade and pass by [People’s Square] Xiaogongyuan,
Shantou Old Town & Historic Qilou Arcade Buildings, including photo stops at popular landmarks such as Shantou Hostel, Laoma Theater, and the Old Post
Office. Enjoy free time and local snacks at Zhenbang Road Food Street.

Day 5 Shantou 1.5Hrs — Chaozhou (B/L/D) Hotel: Kairuiade Hotel, Chaozhou or similar

After breakfast, visit the National Historical and Cultural City — [Han Wen Gong Temple (closed on Mondays)] Enjoy a performance of the [Chaozhou Yingge
Dance], an Intangible Cultural Heritage that blends martial arts with synchronized drumstick movements. The exaggerated masks and costumes create a
striking visual impact. Explore the Ancient City of [Chaozhou (with electric cartincluded)], once famed as the land of scholars and known as the "Haibin
Zoulu" and "Famous Cultural City of Lingnan." Highlights include the Guangji Gate Tower, Paifang Street, and the oldest temple in eastern Guangdong —
[Kaiyuan Temple]. Take a leisurely stroll along the Riverside Promenade with a view of Xiangzi Bridge, one of China's four famous ancient bridges.

Day 6 Chaozhou 3Hrs — Zhangzhou 1.5Hrs — Xiamen (B/L/D) Hotel: Xiamen Baixiang Airport Garden Hotel or similar
After breakfast, visit [Damei Ancient Village], a 500-year-old water village and a representative of Minnan red-brick architecture. Surrounded by water and
shaded by ancient banyan trees, the village offers a poetic glimpse into local life, where residents still wash clothes and vegetables by the riverside.
Continue to [Zhangzhou Ancient City], known for its rich history, traditional architecture, and distinct features such as “old street charm, slow-paced life,
Minnan style, Republic-era ambiance, and overseas Chinese heritage.” Visit the [Confucius Temple], a grand ancient-style architectural complex steeped in
cultural significance, and the [Lin Yutang Literature Museum]. Then return to Xiamen to tour the [Gulong Soy Sauce Cultural Park] home to Asia’s largest
traditional soy sauce sun-drying field and recognized by the World Guinness Records.

Day 7 Xiamen (B/L/D) Hotel: Xiamen Baixiang Airport Garden Hotel or similar

After breakfast, take a ferry to [Gulangyu Island] located off the southwest coast of Xiamen. Known as a beautiful “Garden on the Sea,” Gulangyu is famous for
its international architecture, musical heritage, and romantic charm. With no motor vehicles on the island, it offers a peaceful and serene environment, often
referred to as a “paradise over the sea.” Visit the Island’s Historic International Architecture—including the Catholic Church, Union Church, and various old
villas—and explore its “most beautiful corner.” Enjoy a distant view of Sunlight Rock, then continue to Longtou Road Pedestrian Street for shopping.

Afterward, proceed to [Island Ring Road and stop by the "One Country, Two Systems" Beach] where you can see the Xiamen Twin Towers, the city’s
landmark buildings, from the outside.

Day 8 Xiamen — Kuala Lumpur (B/L/X)

After breakfast, visit the thousand-year-old [South Putuo Temple] and enjoy an exterior view of Xiamen University. Then head to the [ Yanwu Bridge Viewing
Platform and Golden Rooster and Hundred Flowers Starry Coast] followed by a visit to the popular new internet-famous spot — [Shapowei Art Zone] a
historical harbor since the Ming Dynasty, now transformed into a creative hub full of unique shops run by young entrepreneurs and artisans. Later, enjoy free
time at [Zhongshan Road Pedestrian Street] Xiamen’s most famous shopping area. In the evening, transfer to the airport for your flight home.
